Application for Undergraduate

* Student may apply during junior year of college for scholarship in senior year.

* Student must demonstrate a connection to CBF of Georgia with preference given to individuals actively
involved in CBF of Georgia churches.
¢ Student must show potential for leadership within CBF.
*  Application process to include 3 letters of reference. Applicant should obtain references in sealed envelopes
and include them with the completed application.
1. CBF of Georgia Reference (i.e., pastor, someone to affirm CBF of Georgia connection/ leadership
potential)
2. School/Work Reference
3. Personal Reference (a non-relative)
* Application essay to accompany completed application form must address (3-page max., double-spaced, 12
pt. font):

Completed applications will be received ONCE annually on April 1, 2009. No applications accepted after the
deadline. Applicant is responsible for including references, in sealed envelopes, with completed
application.

Assembly in the spring.
